WHEREAS ACADIAN COACH LINES LP (“Acadian”) has applied to the New Brunswick
Energy and Utilities Board (“Board”) for an order increasing certain fares for its inter-city
scheduled services within the Province of New Brunswick and approval for the
discontinuance of Trip 10, from St. Stephen to Saint John;

AND WHEREAS the Board has deemed it in the public interest to hold a concurrent
public hearing of the matter with the Nova Scotia Utility and Review Board for the
requested tariffs only, followed by a hearing before the Board with regard to the
discontinuance of Trip 10;

NOW THEREFORE IT IS ORDERED THAT:

1. The Application will proceed by way of an oral public hearing to be held
concurrently with the Nova Scotia Utility and Review Board for the requested
tariffs only, followed by a hearing before the Board with regard to the
discontinuance of Trip 10;

2. The English and French notices of such hearing as set out in Schedule “A”
hereto (the “Notices”) to be published once in the newspapers as set out in
Schedule “B” hereto on or before Wednesday, April 18, 2007; and

a. the Notices of such hearing, be posted in all the company’s terminals and
on Acadian’s Web Site noted in paragraph 2(c), commencing not later
than Thursday, March 29, 2007 and shall remain posted until Wednesday,
May 9, 2007,

b. the Application, together with a copy of this Order, will be placed on file for
examination by interested parties, during normal business hours, at the
office of the Board noted below; and
