A Pre-Hearing Conference shall be held in Ballroom A of the Delta Brunswick Hotel, Saint
John, New Brunswick, on Wednesday the 18t day of August, 1999, commencing at 10:00
o'clock in the forenoon, when and where interested parties should attend and make
representations as to the issues to be reviewed and to set dates for the hearing and the
procedure to be followed prior to and at the Public Hearing and as to any other matters in
respect thereto.

Persons intending to participate must notify the Board in writing no later than Friday the
30t day of July, 1999.

A copy of the Board’s Order will be placed on file for examination by interested parties
during normal business hours, at the offices of this Board.
